HISTORY

National Curriculum Links:

People can move further away from family, friends and
work yet still stay in touch through technology.

Before smartphones that use the worldwide web, people
needed to move to live near where they worked; now
they can work remotely.

Essential Prior Learning:

Children understand that things that
happened in the past have an impact on
their lives now because of the way the
world is continually developing; they
know that inventions can make our lives
Future easier but that there can be negative
consequences, e.g. the amount of screen
time some people now have, pollution
from cars, etc. and make conscious
choices as to which inventions to adopt
into their lives and how.

Order images from old to new, past to present.

Use artefacts to describe the difference between the
present and the past and how we can learn from them.
Use drawings and captions to demonstrate understanding
of the past.

Know why methods of communication have changed over
time; use the word ‘cause.’

Know that some changes have a big impact; name some
of the biggest changes in communication over the last
hundred years.

Know what is the same and what is different about the
ways we communicate now with how people did it 100
years ago.

Children can recognise a ‘gap’ in
people’s lives and invent something to
close it. This may be a world-changing
invention such as the smartphone or
something more personal that improves
the quality of their lives and those in
their close group of family and friends.
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
