Long-term Memory Knowledge:

Children broaden their French
vocabulary to include words for
their family members — a familiar
Now context for them all; they develop
their understanding of French
pronouns, lessening the possibility
of being confused/confusing others.

Use sur and dans to say where things are.

Read short, simple sentences.

Use Je suis... and J'ai... to talk about yourself.

Children can speak and understand
enough French to enjoy holidaying
in France; they can see the links
with English and apply this
knowledge to other languages that
may be useful.
